Yes, the Tibrary is a physical space but it’s also an online space. Here 1is a quick
guide to sources that will pull up results .. but not just any results. I’m talking

about results that matter to you and research in Women’s & Gender Studies!




| know you will say you won’t use the internet for research but you will. You will use
Google because it’'s comfortable, you know it, and it makes sense to you.

But there is a better way to use Google for academic work and it’s called Google
Scholar.

Google Scholar is exactly like Google. You can search for things using whatever
words make sense to you but here is the difference:

Google Scholar OQI=&2 pulls up scholarly literature.

ByEG, byt, byt....

What you find in Google Scholar may not be available for you to read online. Articles
cost money and publishers may not give you access to the things you find.

Now that you are a UBC student, you can access all the vast amount of scholarly
material we have in the library AD you can access it through Google Scholar.

| Then select “Connect Via the Web Here.” This will link you to Google Scholar.

When you do a search in Google Scholar you will see a link for the pdf or a UBC elink
which will give you access to the article. Here is an example:
